You may ask, why do we insist on parental
attendance? It comes from lessons learned after doing
Make-N-Takes since 1985 (I was actually the IPMS
National organization’s Make-N-Take coordinator for
West of the Mississippi for some time). First off, you
do not want to be a baby sitter for the parents. If you do
S0, there is no guarantee the parents come back by the
time the child has finished his model. Ask me how |
know. Second, although our primary interest is in
getting children involved in modeling, it will not
happen without their parents support, especially the
younger children. Third, this activity works well to
form a parental — child bond. Most kids simply will not
develop an interest in modeling if their parents don’t
care and support it. Finally, there is a safety issue. We
do offer goggles, but they are not popular with the
children. We are working with glues that do have some
toxicity...and don’t get me started on non-toxic glues.

(and  Agent Hawk in the show-within-a-show
Silverstone) and Claudia on Relic Hunter and A.J.
Butterfield on the NBC series The Philanthropist. She
currently plays Cassandra Cillian on the TNT series The
Librarians.

In 2001, Booth starred in the Canadian ensemble
drama Century Hotel, and in 2002 she co-starred in the
Canadian comedy film Rub & Tug. Booth starred as
Dodger Allen in the 2005 movie Cry Wolf, appeared in
the 2004 remake of Dawn of the Dead as Nicole, and
had a role in Wrong Turn with Eliza Dushku.

Aquaflight W-6 Aqua 2, N74141.
The Aqua was an original design developed by Aquaflight, Inc, a company founded in 1946 by Meredith C. Wardle.
The type was only produced in prototype form and possibly the prototype was flown in two versions.
The W-6A Aqua Il was possibly modified from the Aqua I, and had several major changes such as re-contoured nose section, a modified vertical tail and fin assembly and a tricycle undercarriage,
making it an amphibious flying boat.
The Aqua 11 was powered by two 225 hp Lycoming O-435 engines and it made the first flight in 1949. No further work on either the Aqua | or Il was undertaken.
