My Column

Our hobby is strange.

My personal plan has been to build models of something that actually existed. By this, | mean a specific piece
of armor, or a particular aircraft, maybe a special uniform on a figure, a famous ship.

Should a serial number on a truck model actually match the number on a similar truck of which 10,000 were
made? Maybe, but | would not worry too much if the numbers did not match and the truck looked like what it



was supposed to be, but an aircraft model could and should match a picture of what you are trying to
produce. A ship at a particular time frame could match a photo of the same ship.

A number of folks spend many dollars to reproduce a particular model and then follow the kit instructions that
in many or at least some instances are incorrect. Sometimes it might be as simple as decal placement or even
the direction the markings are to go.

After all, it is your model, you can build it anyway you like.

Other modelers are upset if the kit is 1Imm to long or short or if the slope of the nose is off a wee bit. A new kit
comes out and even before anyone has seen it, someone finds errors that absolutely must be corrected. Some
folks add that little mm or cut and reposition parts to get what they want. That is great for those that wish to
do that, for me if it looks okay on my shelf, | am happy. That is one reason we have this club. You show your
model to the wife, better half or whatever and they say: “Looks good,” without even looking at it. You bring it
here to show and someone will ask, “How did you do that?” Real interest in what we do makes it all worth -
while.
