Hague’s Corner

If you have been following
Hague’s Corner you know he also has multiple projects
going at the same time. | had to cut a couple of things from
this one to get it into two pages. Nevertheless, we are
getting a host of tips and lessons learned suitable for
beginners and experienced modelers alike. Even though you
do not see a build from start to finish, | hope you find Dick’s
running modeling diary as informative as | do........

While | fully expected to get all decals on the Seiran two nights ago, the yellow leading edge ID
stripe decals were too old to conform to the wing’s shape. At first | thought of cutting out some
solid yellow decal material but decided that older decals, such as | would be using, would
probably develop some slight chips in very visible places. | decided to go with a two part
application of some stripes where the only cutting was for length. | had to overlap the slightly
narrower yellow stripes that | had, putting the top portion on first followed by the lower the next
day. They look to be settling down okay so if they still look good tomorrow | will put an overall
clear flat finish on the entire model, install the twin floats and some minor parts and then try to
finish the cart it rides on as well as another 800 Kg bomb.

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Hague’s Corner (continued)

After cleaning up the puttied tail joints the four little Vultees got a shot of primer. A little more
or less putty was needed on each one of them so | carefully applied it using a toothpick and my
ever present applesauce cup. Here the Perfect Plastic Putty has had the cap replaced to keep it
from drying out and a working amount has been squeezed on the cup. A few finger drops of
water around the edges keeps it pliable long enough to fill the seams.

Tip alert! Apply the putty smoothly to the exact places you want to fill. You don’t want to have
to work that area after it is cured. When cured, use your damp cloth to wipe the areas the
excess putty has spread to during the application. If it is in a recessed panel line you didn’t
mean to fill, just gently scrape it out with a wooden toothpick and wipe some more with the
damp cloth or tissue. The idea is to not have to sand anything! Of course this only works with
Perfect Plastic Putty.

The cockpit of this Bf-109A had been previously done and looks good, but the wings were really on
crooked. They had to come off, so about an hour of cutting and filing was done to remove and
reattach them. | used one of my applesauce cups to evenly sit it on and a couple of super glue
bottles near the tail to see if it was straight and | say good enough! This isn’t the best kit in the
world but is the only 1/72 kit of an A model Messerschmitt so it will have to do. 220 109As were
built, most of which went to the Spanish Civil War and mostly flown by German pilots. What I like
is that this one will be finished in bare metal, a very unusual finish for a Bf-109!

After about an hour of wing root work on my new Valom
B-45A and almost as much time on the rear end of this
thing, | got to glue on the tail cone! It is very rare to find
a picture of a B-45 with the tail guns showing and | don’t
think they are in any of the other versions of this kit.
They aren’t on my little Frog one either.

Finally, and speaking of washing, a good soaking in warm
water with dish washing detergent should always be the
first step when you build a model. | use Palmolive Green
as it doesn’t leave any scent or residue. Let it air dry
because wiping it builds up a static charge that you don’t
want on the plastic and that can only be removed by
putting it in water again. Static on plastic attracts dust
like @ machine made to attract dust!
