Anyone who would also like to 
participate is greatly encouraged. 
 
The target date for the distribution of Granitecon flyers will be March 31 for the Valleycon 29 model show in 
Chicopee, MA sponsored by Wings & Wheels. 
 
GSM membership fees for the 2019-20 year are due next month.  The fee is $12. 
 
Russell is currently collecting any and all material related to the history of Granite State Modelers.  Materials 
can be just about anything: old newsletters, photos/videos, newspaper clippings, etc.  Russell is offering to make 
copies and return them back to their owners.  Such an archive is not only a wonderful way to express our 
gratitude for those who have helped to create the club and lead it towards where it is today, but also a great 
foundation to carry the club into the future.  Any help would be greatly appreciated. 
 
IPMS/USA Region 1 has inquired whether or not any of the chapters would be willing to host Noreastcon in 
2020.  After a brief discussion it was decided that GSM is not ready for such an undertaking at this present 
moment. 
 
Pete Davis made a motion to accept the sponsoring of trophy packs for Noreastcon ’19.  The motion was 
seconded by Rod Currier.  GSM approved.  The sponsorship of IPMS/USA Nats trophy packs will be discussed  
next month. 

Themes 
GSM came out strong with quite a volume of material for the Granitecon Theme last month.  Some of the 
choices were: 75th Anniversary D-Day; 75th Anniversary Lennigrad Siege Lift; 50 Shades of Grey; 50th 
Anniversary NASA Lunar Landing; State of The Union; Club Med.; and Summer of 69, just to name a few.  
After a narrowing down of the categories, GSM came to final winner.  The Granitecon theme build will be 
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“Summer of ‘69”.  The modeler will have the choice to build any subject related specifically to the 1969 year.  
The theme is quite loaded, as there are many suitable models across many genres.  Moreover, the year was quite 
intense both in Vietnam and the NASA space program.  2019 represents the 50th anniversary of the NASA lunar 
landing. 
 
After a quick toss of ideas, GSM voted-in the club group build theme, “Out To The Movies”.  The modeler will 
have the option to build any subject related to movies and television.  Again, the possibilities are quite endless 
and cross many genres of this hobby.  All finished models will be put out on display at Granitecon in October.

A6A Intruder Club Commission 
Rodney was approached by Gary Ertl of Rochester some time ago, requesting whether or not GSM would be 
interested in doing a commission work for an A6A Intruder jet fighter (Hobby Boss 1/48). Our very own Rich 
Filteau was quick to respond with such an assignment.  Gary requests that the Intruder be painted and decaled as 
a Marine A6 that was based at Royal Thai Air base Nam Phong, Thailand (1972-73).  This base was nicknamed 
MCAB (Marine Corps Air Base) “Rose Garden”.  The jet’s payload configuration will include 18 Mk. 82 
bombs; 6 on each side of the outer wing pylons, and six on the fuselage centerline pylon, as well as a fuel tank 
on each of the inner wing pylons.  Since only 12 bombs come with the kit, Rich will be using Hasegawa’s 
Weapon Set A to make a complete configuration.  AOA will provide the appropriate decals for Marine Corps 
Attack Squadron VMA (AW)-533 that was based at “Rose garden”.
