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19 March 2019 General Meeting Minutes 

President Rick Keasey called the meeting to order at 7:30 
pm. There were 28 attendees, including one guests: Kent 
Menning, who found out about us from Schaefer’s Hobby 
Shop. Lawrence Sigel joined us at this meeting. 

Treasurer Jim Victor said we had received 30 orders for 
club polo shirts, with two of them to be paid for. He would 
accept more orders that night, then place them for delivery 
by next month’s meeting.  

Keasey mentioned that memberships were now on a 
calendar year basis, promoted our contest in September 
(trophy sponsorships are needed), and acknowledged John 
Bione as our first member to have joined online. Secretary 
Bob Delaney called the roll.  

John Mueller said that Wingnut Wings—best known for 
its World War I aircraft kits—would come out with a 1:32 
scale Lancaster Mk. III Dambuster later this year. 

In Show and Tell: Marion Morris with HK Models’ 1:32 
B-17F Flying Fortress Work in Progress (WIP), which he’s 
doing as Memphis Belle; Larry Alexander with his completed 
Tamiya 1:35 Pz.Kpfw IV Ausf. D.; Don Will with his 
finished Warhammer 28mm fantasy figure; Mike McShea 
with his completed Great Wall 1:48 P-61B Black Widow, 
AFV Club 1:35 M60A3, and Airfix 1:48 P-51D Mustang; 
Randy Kleeschulte had Eduard’s 1:48 F6F-5 Hellcat WIP; 
Jim Jurgensmeyer brought in his Airfix 1:48 P-40B WIP; 
Dave Roeder showed off three awards he won at the 
Cedarville (Illinois) Toy Show and Model Car Contest on 
10 March 2019, along with a scratch built 1:25 sports car 
and a 1:25 White cab over engine truck; Victor with 
Trumpeter’s 1:200 HMS Nelson 1944 kit; Albert White 
spoke of Dennis Bowman’s Trumpeter 1:32 TBF Avenger; 
and Keasey showed off RT Dioramas’ 1:35 church WIP, 
and five models and the awards they won at the 
IPMS/Roscoe Turner Contest and Swap Meet in 
Indianapolis on 9 March. 

Jim Triola presented his demo on making ocean water for 
ship model bases. He brought in Trumpeter’s 1:200 USS 
Hornet (CV-8) WIP, which he’s doing for the Battle of 
Midway. The water base is made from Celluclay paper 
mache and painted using Krylon Navy Blue spray paint, 
Floquil CSX Blue (out of production), zinc chromate 
green, light gray, and white. Triola also uses Woodland 
Scenics realistic water for details. 

Marion Morris drew raffle tickets for those who brought 
in Show and Tell items. Winners were: Jim Jurgensmeyer, 
picking Eduard’s 1:48 F6F-3 Hellcat; and, Don Will, 
selecting Meng’s 1:35 Jagdpanther Ausf G1. 

Keasey announced that there will be a business meeting 
one week from this night (26 March) at Bill Wagner’s 
house. All club members are welcome to attend our 
business meetings. 

Meeting was adjourned at 8:52 pm.

26 March 2019 Business Meeting Minutes 

President Rick Keasey called the meeting to order at 7:35 
pm at Bill Wagner’s house. Five members were in 
attendance. 

The April and May General Meetings were planned. Jim 
Triola will present a demo on lighting for models in April. 
May’s meeting, besides the Modeler of the Year contest, 
will include a model photography demo. Keasey will bring 
the background, while Bob Delaney will supply a tripod 
and his camera. Other members with cameras will be asked 
to bring theirs in. 

Keasey said that this summer’s IPMS National Convention 
in Chattanooga is encouraging club displays, and he would 
like all of us going to bring as many models as possible for 
such a display. This point will be emphasized by Keasey at 
upcoming meetings and in the newsletter. Approximately 
12 members at the general meeting expressed interest in 
going to Chattanooga. Keasey said we should have a club 
banner for this display and will ask Marion Morris to look 
into this. 

An idea Keasey brought up was to have a secret word 
included in the newsletter, to see how many members read 
The Arch Scaler News. This would be a nonsense word 
included in the narrative. Bill Wagner suggested that 
member write down the secret word and put it in a box to 
be drawn. The winner would receive a $5 hobby shop gift 
certificate. Delaney will develop a trial newsletter section 
for the e-board to review in April. 

Morris was unable to attend this meeting, but had 
messaged the e-board in advance to discuss our hosting 
the 2020 Region 5 Contest. Board members thought this 
was possible, and will study this further. This would take 
the place of our annual contest for next year. Wagner 
suggested a school building in Affton as a possible show 
venue should the Holiday Inn—Route 66 not be suitable. 
The e-board will contact Chris Merseal before going 
further into this matter.  

Keasey is looking into Wounded Warrior Project as our 
charity for 2019 (Invitational raffle, 50/50 raffles). His 
suggestion about doing a model building session at a 
Veterans Affairs hospital was set aside until next year. 
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Wagner suggested that the membership vote on staying 
with Toys for Tots or going with another charity. 

The club placed orders for 32 polo shirts with 4imprint on 
20 March. They should be delivered to the club by 1 April. 
Jim Victor said this is a great financial deal for us. Shirts 
will be distributed to members who ordered it at the April 
General Meeting. 

Meeting room arrangements at the March General Meeting 
were discussed. Wagner said feedback from members was 
good, though the tables should be farther apart for more 
seating room. The e-board agreed that Show and Tell took 
up more time than at previous meetings. 

Keasey wants to ask the club who wants to do demos at 
meetings. One doesn’t have to be an authority on the 
subject to do a demo. 

Delaney mentioned that we can get a free ¼ page ad for 
our Invitational in the IPMS/USA Journal. He said we 
would have until 15 June to reserve space and 25 June to 
submit the ad to go into the July/August issue. Keasey to 
do a prototype ad, based on the show flyer. 

The meeting was adjourned at 8:43 pm.
