The spikes are Vellejo's Bronze Green, the back plates are a thin black layer over the IJA Green, and the teeth and claws
are Deck Tan. For the tongue, Jamie started with International Orange, then added a layer of transparent red, and finally drybrushed
with pink. The base is Vallejo Sand with shadings of black.

John Walker's 1:35 scale M110 8-inch self-
propelled howitzer (Italari), built mostly OOB,
painted with Tamiya acrylics, and weathered
with Mig powder and graphite. John drilled
out the headlights and added lenses of
5-minute epoxy; he alsoadded gas canstraps.
Decals are from the kit; markings are for Bat-
tery B, 1st Battalion, 83rd Artillery, assigned
to XXIV Corps, U.S. Army, Vietnam, 1969-70.

The 8-inch (203 mm) M110 was the largest
self-propelled howitzer in the U.S. Army's
inventory. Consisting of an M115 203 mm
howitzer installed on a purpose built chassis,
itwas deployed in division artillery in general
support battalions and in separate corps-and
army-level battalions. Missions include gen-
eral support, counter-battery fire, and sup-
pression of enemy air defense systems. The
M110was exportedtoanumber of countries.

Lars Knowles's 1:144 scale OZ-06MS Leo (Bandai). The Leo is a mass-produced, general purpose mobile suit in the After Colony timeline. The
unit is featured in Mobile Suit Gundam Wing. When the OZ-00MS Tallgeese mobile suit prototype proved too expensive and unfeasible for
most pilots to handle, the design was downgraded into a simpler, less-powerful unit. Naming their mobile suits after signs of the Zodiac, OZ's
first mass-produced unit was called the OZ-06MS Leo. The Leo would serve as the mainstay of the mobile suit forces for the Earth Alliance
military, the Specials force, and later OZ and its Romefeller Foundation masters.

Ken writes: “A beautiful kit in tiny
scale, this was very challenging to assemble and paint. | made this model because my parish got a new pastor who actually flew in this plane
as the weapons officer, and | thought it would be fun to model it plus an F15C for his associate priest, whom | refer to as his wing man, and
a 1:144 A-10 Thunderbolt for our deacon to represent ground support.” Unfortunately, the model got dropped on the way to the meeting,
breaking the starboard landing gear, hopefully not irreparably.

Ora Lassila's 1:72 scale Heinkel He 112 B-1/U2 (Heller). Ora scratchbuilt various details; he also cut out and re-positioned the flaps in extended
configuration. Paints are Tamiya acrylics with Testors clear gloss and flat final coats. Weathering was achieved using AV washes and Tamiya’s
weathering sets. An Aeromaster sheet for the He 112 provided the national insignia, but the plane numbers were the wrong font, so Ora redid
them with computer and printer. The model depicts an aircraft of 2/4. Vadészreplil6gép-szazad (fighter squadron) of the Royal Hungarian Air
Force during the Yugoslavian Campaign in April 1941.

The He 112 lost the German RLM fighter competition of 1935-36 to the Messerschmitt Bf 109 and thus was not acquired by the Luftwaffe.
Some other countries ordered the plane: Hungary, Japan, Romania and Spain received some. The Finnish Air Force evaluated the He 112 in
1938, but rejected it as expensive and complicated to maintain, opting for the Fokker D.21 instead.

Lars Knowles's 1:144 scale RX-0 Unicorn Gundam Banshee 02 (Bandai). The Banshee is a mobile suit that appears in Mobile Suit Gundam
Unicorn. It is the brother unit of the RX-0 Unicorn Gundam, built alongside the Unicorn under the Earth Federation’s UC Project. It was origi-
nally piloted by Marida Cruz, but was later assigned to Riddhe Marcenas (in the novel only). After its completion, the Banshee was eventually
stationed on Earth with the Augusta Research Lab and tested for atmospheric combat.

Bill Michaels's homemade display box housing the Coast Guard cutter he brought to the December meeting. Bill fabricated the box from five
pieces of clear sheet acrylic cut to size using a laser cutter. The pieces were bonded to each other using special acrylic solvent that had to be
applied with great care to avoid marring the surfaces.
